On January 21, 2010, the CPUC created via D. 10-01-022 a new statewide program providing up to $358.3 million in financial incentives and market development funding for Solar Water Heating (SWH) and other solar thermal technologies. In accordance with that decision, on April 1, 2010 the CSI-Thermal Program Administrators (PG&E, SoCalGas, SDG&E and CCSE) filed via Advice Letter market facilitation strategic plans and detailed budget for the first two years of the program. The plans were protested by the Division of Ratepayer Advocates, and Energy Division suspended the Advice Letters. 

In order to foster greater collaboration in marketing the program, Energy Division directed the PAs to re-file their plans with each PA contributing 40% of the budget to a statewide campaign, managed by a professional advertising firm, to increase public awareness of solar water heating in general and the CSI-Thermal Program in particular. With the remaining 60% of that budget, each PA will conduct activities specifically targeted at increasing market adoption of solar water heating its unique service territory. In June, 2011, the PAs selected Fraser Communications to manage the statewide marketing campaign.

On August 3, 2011, Energy Division will host a public workshop at which Fraser and the PAs will have the opportunity to present their approach to the statewide campaign and the local market facilitation activities. The purpose of the workshop is to allow Energy Division and interested members of the public to hear the plans, ask questions, and offer feedback. In particular, Energy Division wishes to identify any potential objections to the proposed approach early in order to avoid protests when the PAs re-file their Advice Letters. 

Attendees may ask questions about the marketing plans, but the discussion will be limited to solar thermal market facilitation. Questions or comments regarding other aspects of the CSI-Thermal Program or CPUC policy will not be addressed.
