The California Public Utilities Commission (CPUC) Energy Division will hold a workshop to review a staff proposal for the California Solar Initiative (CSI) Low-Income Incentive Program for multifamily residences.  The workshop will be held on Monday, March 17, 2008 from 9:00 a.m. to noon at the CPUC Auditorium, 505 Van Ness Avenue, San Francisco, California. 

Please note: this workshop addresses solar incentives for existing multifamily, low-income residences - the California Energy Commission oversees incentive programs for new affordable housing.
